Good shod
will slow down slightly on small and distant targets and new shooters will miss so 1§
they will get discouraged and not come back.

Experienced shooters have all shos@me club run by a "bull of the woods" that
delights in trying to slow down the fast folks with small targets way out yonder. Thq
clubs usually don't last or if they do attendance is very poor.

In order to start and make a club grow the key is foviothe SASS guidelines as
closely as possible. In twenfiye plus years almost ninety thousand folks have joine
SASS. Itis an international shooting organization thriving all over the world.

But, there a lot more than ninety thousand people shootmdp@y Action. Many
shooters don't travel to State, Provincial, National and World Championship match
where a SASS membership is required. These shooters support grassroots clubs
monthly matches and are the strength of Cowboy Action Shooting.

Having said that | still encourage shooters to join the organization that made it all
possible. | also encourage clubs to take advantage of the free SASS affiliation whi
recognizes your club and provides a free listing in the internat®»a5 Cowboy
Chronickle.

Gobbler: Gobblers are male wild turkeys, and ar
typically larger, darker, shinier and more colorful
than hens. Their heads are esaiccolorful and
can turn red, white and/or biéegead more

Hen: Hens, or female wild turkeys, are smaller a
duller looking than the colorful gobbler. iEdull
camouflage allows them to sit on their nests
without being seen by predators. Hens also have
more feathers on their heads than gobblers do,
which helps hens blend into their surroundings.
While all gobblers have a beard, only about 10
percent of hes doread more

Jake: This term refers to gobblers that are less tt
a year old.

Jenny: This term refers to hens that are less thar
year old.
