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Now the good folks at Savage continue the tradition, and if the factory doesn’t exactly 

stand out from the surroundings, the products created within it certainly do.  
 

Savage’s Mark II .22 calibre BTVS, for instance, produced in this plant, was awarded 

Outdoor Life’s prestigious Great Buy and Editor’s Choice Awards in 2008 – the first 

rifle ever to win both honours. Among other accolades, the magazine decreed that this 

sleek, modern looking rifle was “the most accurate rimfire we’ve ever tested, including 

some high-dollar rifles of exalted European origin.”  
 

Terry McCullough, Savage’s Vice President and General Manager says his company’s 

impressive record of success and quality, exemplified by that rifle, starts with his staff.  
 

“We really do have great staff,” says McCullough, who seems to know each and every 

employee by name 
 

A different attitude  
 

In fact, Savage Arms Canada Inc. currently employs 154 people from Lakefield, 

Peterborough, and the surrounding area. Using state-of-the-art machinery, contained 

within the 28,000 square foot plant, McCullough’s employees typically produce between 

150,000 and 200,000 rimfire rifles per year. These come in .17HM2, .17 HMR, .22, and 

.22 WMR rifles and represent more than 90 per cent of the Savage Corporation’s rimfire 

production.  
 

And while most firearms enthusiasts recognize Savage’s slogan “The Definition of 

Accuracy,” fewer are aware that the other motto etched prominently on their business 

card is “Our people make the difference.”  
 

After touring the plant, it’s obvious that this also true. 
 

Throughout our walk-through of this state-of-the-art facility, the high quality of staffing 

was evident. Employees appeared productive, happy, and proud to be part of Canada’s 

largest firearms manufacturing facility. That was clearly illustrated by range personnel 

Tammy McConnell when we stepped in to watch her complete the test firing process. 

Working a bolt-action rifle faster than anyone I’ve ever met, she looked over, smiled 

briefly, and said, “I love my job.”  
 

There’s good reason too. The company provides quality jobs, great working conditions, 

and fair compensation in an area where opportunities like this can be scarce. In fact, 

Savage Arms (Canada) Inc. pumps approximately 6 million dollars in wages into the 

local economy each year and this facility has provided steady employment for locals 

since 1965. 
 

Long-term employees are common; McCullough introduced us to several who have 

surpassed the 25-year mark. 
 

A culture of innovation 
 

One of the reasons that employee morale is so high, I suspect, is that they know they are 

building a very good product. And while downturns in the economy have influenced 

production levels and staffing numbers, McCullough is cautiously optimistic, noting that

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orders in early 2009 have been “reasonably robust.” Another morale-booster, I’m 

guessing, is that Savage Arms has long been a leader in firearms innovation. As such, 

employees on the line are encouraged to voice ideas that might improve production or 

products. Their input is valued. 
 

“It starts right at the top with (Chairman/CEO) Ron Coburn,” McCullough says. “Ron’s 

a legendary innovator and he is definitely hands on. Aside from being a brilliant 

engineer, he’s a hunter who lives the life. We make practical blue-collar rifles and we’re 

proud of it. They’re the best, most accurate product available for the price.” 
 

McCullough says Coburn’s vision is infectious. 
 

“Ron doesn’t want us to be followers in this industry. He wants us to lead and that’s the 

culture he promotes. That’s our challenge and what we try to live up to every day. We 

consider ourselves leaders and innovators; we understand that if you remain stagnant, 

you lose market share.” 
 

And while obvious innovations show up on the rifles in features like Savage’s patented 

Accu-trigger and Accu-stock, they also manifest themselves more subtly in production 

methods and quality control. 
 

McCullough can take much credit for the amazing efficiencies that this plant now 

experiences.

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Getting started in Cowboy Action Shooting  
Howdy, this month I would like to discuss getting started in Cowboy Action Shooting. 
 

The first thing I tell interested folks is to not buy any firearms for this game until you 

have done some hands on research. This also goes for gun belts and holsters etc. 
 

The best research begins with attending a local match and talking to the shooters.  

While some guns seem to be "Cowboy" they may not work well in the game.  Also, the 

firearms must feel comfortable to the shooter. This is why attending a few local matches 

is important before buying guns. Cowboy shooters are always happy to discuss 

equipment and more often than not will let new folks handle and shoot the various guns 

used. This is important to help you make the right decision on gun purchases.  
 

Because the game is played with two pistols, a rifle and a shotgun, consideration must be 

given to choosing the right calibre. Generally it is suggested to choose the same calibre 

in pistols and rifle but this is not cast in stone. Having one calibre for both rifle and 

pistols simplifies the handloading process. Many shooters handload and already load for 

calibres used in the game. 
 

The most common calibre is .38 special followed by .45 colt and then the various .44 

calibres (special, magnum, Russian, 44/40 etc). The most economical is .38 special both 

to handload and to purchase factory ammo. 
 

Most use a 12 gauge shotgun. Many reload 12 gauge and have their own recipes. There is 

factory target ammo in 12 gauge that is low noise and low recoil. Excessive recoil is 

detrimental in a speed shooting sport.   I recommend not buying a 20 gauge shotgun for 

this game but if you already have one - they are useable. The main problem with 20 

gauge  is that there is not a lot of factory ammo available that is suitable for this game. 

Commercial loads are mostly game loads for hunting.  A 20 gauge game load is not 

pleasant to shoot especially for kids, women or for men of smaller stature. Many ladies 

and kids have been turned off the game because someone thought a 20 gauge" kicked" 

less than a 12 gauge.  
 

Find a local club and attend some matches. Cowboy Action Shooting is a friendly sport 

that welcomes visitors. If one shows interest many CAS shooters will loan them guns 

and leather to get started while they accumulate their own kit.

Give the contact person a call and I know you will be welcomed when you attend a 

match.

History of Gun Control in 

Canada 

1892 - The first Criminal Code requires 

individuals to have a basic permit to carry 

a pistol unless the owner has cause to fear 

assault or injury. 
 

1919-1920 - A Criminal Code amendment 

requires individuals to obtain a permit 

from a magistrate, a chief of police or the 

RCMP to possess a firearm.  
 

1921 - Requirement for everyone in 

possession of a firearm to have a permit is 

repealed. Instead, only "aliens" need a 

permit to possess firearms. British subjects 

still need a permit to carry pistols or 

handguns. 
 

1934 - The first real registration 

requirement for handguns created. 

Registration certificates issued & records 

kept by the commissioner of the RCMP or 

designated police departments. 
 

1977 - Bill C-51 enacts requirements for 

firearms acquisition certificates & for 

firearms and ammunition business permits.  
 

1989 - The slayings of 14 young women 

by a gunman at École Polytechnique on 

Dec. 6 in Montreal leads to calls for 

tougher gun-control legislation.  
 

1991 - Bill C-17 enacts major changes to 

the firearms acquisition certificates system, 

including a more stringent application and 

training process.  
 

1995 - Jean Chrétien's Liberal government 

passes Bill C-68, which will require 

licences to possess & acquire firearms as 

well as registration of all firearms, 

including shotguns and rifles. 
 

2001 - Canadians required to have a 

licence to possess & acquire firearms as of 

Jan. 1. 
 

2003 - Individuals are required to have a 

valid licence & a registration certificate for 

all firearms in their possession, including 

non-restricted rifles and shotguns as of Jan.

2006 - In June 2006, Bill C-21, An Act to 

Amend the Criminal Code and the 

Firearms Act, is tabled with the intent of 

repealing the requirement to register non-

restricted long guns. It dies on the order 

paper but is reintroduced as Bill C-24 the 

following year. 
 

2008 - Bill C-24 dies on the order paper in 

September 2008. 
 

2009 ï February- Bill C-301 A 

comprehensive private member’s bill - 

introduced by Gary Breitkreuz which not 

only proposed to end the long-gun registry, 

but also contained changes to prohibited- 

and restricted-firearms regulations. Uproar 

in Toronto over the raffling of a hand gun 

destroyed any support from opposition 

members of parliament. C-301's second 

reading was May 25, and Breitkreuz was 

not in attendance that day. This puts his 

bill to the bottom of the order paper.  
 

April  2009 - Bill S-5, Long-Gun Registry 

Repeal Act - an unusual step - a 

government Bill introduce in the Senate by 

the conservative’s. Still need the 

authorization of the chief firearms officer 

for the transfer of firearm. No support! 
 

 May 15, 2009 - Bill C391 the private 

members to end the decade-old long gun 

registry was introduced in Parliament by 

Conservative Member of Parliament (MP) 

Candice Hoeppner representing the riding 

of Portage-Lisgar, Manitoba. The bill was 

co-sponsored by NDP MP Bruce Hyer 

from Thunder Bay-Superior North.  
 

November 4th 2009 -  a vote on C-391 to 

kill the gun registry wins approval, in 

principle, in Parliament. Conservative 

MPs, bolstered by a handful of Liberals 

and New Democrats, voted in principle to 

kill the federal long gun registry by a vote 

of 164 for with 137 against.  

The private member's bill will now go to a 

Commons committee for further study and 

possible amendment.

Standing Committee on Public 

Safety and National Security (SECU) is 

chaired by conservative and long time 

firearms advocate Garry Breitkreuz.  The 

Vice Chairs are Don Davies (NDP) and 

Mark Holland (LIB).   Shelly 

Glover(CON), Andrew Kania (LIB), Dave 

MacKenzie(CON), Phil McColeman 

(CON), Serge Ménard (BLOC), Maria 

Mourani (BLOC), Rick Norlock(CON), 

Robert Oliphant(LIB) and Brent 

Rathgeber(CON) make up the balance of 

the committee members.
