We have all heard the emotive claims that firearms owners are ñviolent men with small 

penisesò who pose a threat to women and society in general.   

The truth, of course, is that firearms ownership is not about men or violence and never 

has been.  Around the world, there are millions of women who shoot and hunt ï normal, 

everyday women.  Unfortunately, this fact has frequently been ignored and stereotypes 

about firearms owners have all too often gone unchallenged.  As a result, women who 

shoot and hunt have been marginalized, while gun prohibitionists and anti-hunting 

lobbyists have continued to spread their untruths.

SASS WILD BUNCH ......The game ready to take off 
like a rocket. 
 

This dispatch is to report on a growing movement within the ranks of Cowboy Action 

Shooting. Cowboy Action Shooting was conceived by IPSC shooters in California 

twenty five plus years ago. As reported in a previous dispatch more than 87,000 shooters 

have joined SASS world wide to date. 

During this time clubs all over North America have sprung up and hold CAS matches. At 

a few of these clubs they harkened back to the movie that the founding fathers chose for 

their name. The Wild Bunch shoots were then started on a grassroots level and have 

continued to grow to the point were SASS now sanctions WB events. 

They can be found as part of Provincial, State, Regional, National and World 

Championship matches. They are not a category in SASS but are run as side matches. 

The firearms needed for WB are a match rifle, a model 1897 shotgun or a reproduction 

and of course a 1911 pistol. The rifle is loaded with ten rounds hammer down on an 

empty chamber. The shotgun is stoked (hammer down on the empty chamber) to the 

required rounds for the stage usually four to six. If more rounds are required you load 

from the body.  Now comes the more direct connection to IPSC and the area where many 

want changes to the present SASS rules. Currently at sanctioned matches the pistol mags 

are loaded with five rounds. 

The first mag is charged at the loading table and the slide is NOT racked because SASS 

always wants to start with hammer down on an empty chamber. When the stage calls for 

the use of the pistol the shooter draws then racks the slide and begins the stage. Mag 

changes must be done with the slide locked open.  

SASS stages typically require ten pistol rounds... five in each revolver.

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They have used this rule for Wild Bunch and many want to see the mag loaded to seven 

rounds as Saint John Browning intended and to increase the stage round count. 

There are many gun makers now producing 1911 pistols specifically for use in SASS 

matches so they know that this game is growing and they want their market share. 

Local clubs at monthly matches make changes to the SASS rules. Many allow any pump 

shotgun, classic double action revolvers, broomhandle mausers and old S@W and Colts. 

Nothing like a pair of blazing Webleys. Old guns don't have to be safe queens. 

For more detailed SASS Wild Bunch rules I again send you down the trail to 

www.sassnet.com to search for the Wild Bunch rules. Remember these rules are not cast 

in stone at local clubs.

C-391 ï The Battle Continues- Will common sense 
prevail?    
 

When parliament resumes next week, Candice Hoeppnerôs private members Bill C-391 

to kill the firearms registry will go to committee.  After winning first and second reading 

votes in the House of Commons, it goes to the Justice Committee for review, possible 

changes and approval.  

Will common sense prevail?  Hoeppnerôs bill is a dose of Common Sense. 

The bloated and wasteful federal long gun registry continues to suck up huge amounts of 

taxpayersô money and your personal time while doing nothing to reduce real gun crime 

and improve public safety. 

This is the closest the firearms community has come, but the bill still has hurdles to clear 

in committee and the unelected Senate. 

If this bill does not make ité.. we canôt just blame the politicians. It is up to us to help 

push it through. 

In a recent conversation with her office Candice says it all. 

ñTo help pass my Private Memberôs Bill C-391 to end the long-gun registry, I encourage you to do 
two things: Continue to put pressure on Opposition Members who supported the bill at 
Second Reading   Call or write a letter to tell those Opposition MPs that you appreciate their 
support to end the long-gun registry, and ask them to keep supporting the bill both at committee 
and in the House of Commons when it returns for final vote.  Hand-written letters or personal 
phone calls are best and have the most impact.  
 

Write letters to your local newspapers   Some people (encouraged by those who oppose 
my bill) still believe that ending the long-gun registry will end the licensing, safe storage and 
transportation requirements.   We know this is not true.   This myth needs to be challenged 
and corrected.  Your letters to the editor will help. 

I encourage you, as well as your family, friends and neighbours to get involved.  Your voice 
matters and you can make a huge difference in ending the wasteful and ineffective long-gun

Hunting is an ancient tradition and an integral part of our cultural heritage. The ancestors 

of today's human populations ensured our survival by hunting for food and clothing. 

Today hunting is still an important activity for 

millions of people around the world. For  

many, it is still an important method of food 

gathering.  For others, hunting is a  

recreational activity that provides an  

opportunity to further friendships and  

camaraderie, an opportunity to experience  

nature and relax in the outdoors and to make  

an important contribution to conservation. 

Responsible hunters support the many rules  

That have been established to ensure that our  

wildlife populations are sustained and that hunting remains a safe activity. 

 

The Ontario Hunter Education Program is administered by the Ontario Ministry of 

Natural Resources in partnership with the Ontario Federation of Anglers and Hunters.  

In 1960, Ontario became the first Canadian province to establish a mandatory Ontario 

Hunter Education course that included training on safe and responsible hunting. 

The Ontario Hunter Education Program will assist you to understand the natural world 

and become a knowledgeable and responsible hunter. The program provides introduction 

information about: ecosystems and wildlife management- hunting laws and regulations- 

hunter responsibilities- identification, biology, management of and hunting techniques 

for big game, small game and waterfowl.- hunting and survival equipment- the hunter's 

role in society.  

The program also reinforces the firearms safety information contained in the Canadian

CFI-ICAF goes to NRA University ï A visit to the 
CPAC convention Washington, DC 
Richard Ciano, OTTAWA 

As a volunteer for the Canadian Firearms Institute, I had the honour of attending the 

2010 Conservative Political Action Conference (CPAC) in Washington DC from 

February 18-20th.  I was also pleased to attend a session of the NRA University at CPAC 

which is a program run by the grassroots division of the NRA to teach firearms 

owners how to defend their rights and counter the arguments of those who argue that 

private firearms ownership should be further curtailed or banned entirely.  I was also 

fortunate to meet Joe DeBergalis, a member of the NRA board of directors.   During the 

course of our conversation, I was able to update Joe on some of the progress the 

Canadian Firearms Institute and Canadian firearms owners generally are making towards 

eliminating the wasteful and ineffective long-gun registry.   

While the situation is very different in the United States, most notably because they have 

a constitutional right to keep and bear arms, we still have much to learn about firearms 

advocacy from our friends from down South.  In particular ï we should pay close 

attention to the professionalism and vigilance with which they approach the struggle to 

protect their firearms rights and heritage.  They don't assume their firearms rights are 

safe, and they don't wait for the anti-firearms crowd to promote a new wasteful law to 

before they swing into action.  They are always out there organizing, training, 

fundraising, motivating, networking and speaking.  Canadian firearms owners, who are 

serious about keeping their firearms, not only for themselves but for future generations, 

would be well advised to follow their example.  

My next steps are to reflect on some of the useful things I learned at the NRA University 

and then work with the Canadian Firearms Institute to adapt it to the Canadian context.  

Then it is my hope that we too in Canada will begin training more Canadian gun owners 

on the strategies and tactics of firearms advocacy so that we can win the battle to protect 

our firearms heritage.

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As with all the farm tools, we were taught safety rules that applied to firearms. This was 

no different to us than being taught to drive a tractor or ride a horse. 

I met my future husband Colin in 1963. He was a keen hunter and shooter, so I became 

interested. We went out together, hunting goats and possums, much to the despair of my 

mother who wanted to see her daughter going to dances and dressing up (not down!!?). 

After we were married in 1967, we became very interested in collecting and researching 

old firearms. In 1973, we attended a weekend in Wanganui at a Black Powder shoot. In 

the Running Boar event, I noticed a chap using a very short barreled, Marlin lever action 

firearm. I had to have this neat little rifle! I was told by all the experts that this rifle had 

the barrel shortened. This did not deter me. 

As soon as I arrived home, I wrote to the Marlin Firearms Co. in America with the serial 

no., etc. I received a reply quickly from the Company, confirming that this was a very 

rare firearm. It had not been shortened, but had left the factory with the 14ò barrel. 

The Marlin Co. sent me a huge amount of information about themselves and the history 

of the Company. This was the beginning of a lifelong passion for me, both for collecting 

all things Marlin, and researching the history of firearms. 

In the early days of my collecting, I was accepted as a member of the Marlin Firearms 

Collectors Club in the USA. However, here in New Zealand - because I was a woman - I 

was unable to join the main collecting group until 1978!! 

I was the first female collector to be accepted in the New Zealand Antique and Historical 

Arms Association (NZAHAA). 

I had to handle the odd hassle or two in the beginning. I donôt think guys quite knew how 

to deal with me. However, over the years, as the other collectors realized that I was a 

genuine collector and actually knew my field of collecting I was accepted, just like 

anyone else. 

I have come a long way since the early days of collecting, and my interests have widened 

to include more of the history of firearms use in New Zealand. I am still a dedicated 

collector and researcher, but I am also a member of COLFO, an organization dedicated 

to promoting and protecting and representing the rights of all licensed firearms owners in  

New Zealand, including hunters and collectors. 

I am now on the Executive Board of the NZAHAA, and I am their representative on the 

COLFO Board.  www.colfo.org.nz   and   www.antiquearms.org.nz 

 

CFI-ICAF Poll destroys the Canadian Myth ï 75.8% 
are for Legal Firearms ownership!!! 
75.8 % of Canadians voters agree that firearms ownership should be legal with 22.1% 

opposed. 

In fact the results came in higher than many have claimed. ñThere was an assumption by 

the powers that be that it was about 65% in favour and 30% opposed.ò stated Terry 

Burns, Chairperson of the CFI-ICAF Board of Governors.  ñHere in New Brunswick the 

numbers were some of the strongest in the country with nearly 86% in favour of legal

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As expected there were some regional differences, with the lowest support in Quebec at 

71.8 % to the national high in Saskatchewan at 91.2%  

Analyzing the poll by demographics, gender, age, and income was even more revealing. 

The breakdown by gender is contrary to the antiôs propaganda with 69.7% of women in 

favour of legal gun ownership. 

Individuals with a higher level of income and education were more likely to agree with 

the concept of legal firearms ownership.  This is of significance both to us as firearms 

owners and the politicians, as these are the individuals most likely to vote during an 

election. 

¶ 78.9 % of those with a household of income under 65,000 were in favour vs. 
87.5% with incomes over 65,000.  

¶ 79 % of high school graduates agreed vs. 82% of college grads. 

This particular poll was conducted from January 18th, 2010 to January 23rd, 2010.  1011 

random eligible Canadian voters were interviewed by telephone. The *study has a 

margin of error of 3.08% 19 times out of 20 for the total results.  Results from sub-

groups will have a higher margin of error.  

The question was phrased as follows: 

In Canada private ownership of firearms is legal for hunting, target practice and other 
recreational purposes.  To own a firearm someone must be licensed by the government 
and cannot have a criminal record or mental instability.  Should private ownership of 
firearms remain legal in Canada or should private firearms ownership be banned 
entirely?
