Long-Gun Amnesty extended

March 2010 Hon. Vic Toews, Minister of Public Safety announced the extension g
Amnesty for some Longun owners and New POL procedures.

The Canadian Firearms Institute welcomes the extension. The amnesty has beeny
extended until May 16th 2011

The first amnesty was introduced in May 2006 by the conservatives and has been
extended amually since then.

The amnesty applies to individuals who are taking steps to comply with the law anj
possess narestricted firearms without a valid firearms licence, or individuals who K
a registration certificate along with a licence that expirest dfinuary 1, 2004.

Under the amnesty, individuals may not incur criminal liability under the Criminal C I /

for unlawful possession of a neestricted firearm. Other offences pertaining to-non
restricted firearms (for example, unsafe storage) continapply.

9 All of the countries have experiencagimilar and steady decline in homicide
rates over the last two decades.

1 All have experienced similar levels of economic growth and stability.

1 Each country has similar licensing and safe storage requirements.

1 New Zealand does not require the registratiorof all firearms i Canada and

Australia do.

Australia has the most restrictive bans on firearms.

New Zealand has the lowest firearm homicide rate per capita

A typical stage could be tamn and four which translates to ten pistol, ten rifle and f
shotgun rounds.

A good CAS shooter can draw pistols from leather and shoot a ten tougdrsfive
seconds. The same good shooter can shoot a ten round five second string with a
action rifle. Moving to the shotgun the same good shooter can start with an unloa
shotgun and loading from his shotgun belt can shoot four rounds én fivel seconds.

That is 15 seconds of shooting for a typicattemfour target count. But the shooting
positions and target order, size and distance are varied from stage to stage.
