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Bill C-391 (Gun-Registry-Vote) passes first 

hurdle.  

The vote to kill the gun registry wins approval, in principle, in Parliament. 

On November 4
th

 Conservative MPs, bolstered by a handful of Liberals and New 

Democrats, voted in principle to kill the federal long gun registry by a vote of 164 

for with 137 against. 

 

On May 15, 2009 the private members Bill C391 to end the decade-old long gun 

registry was introduced in Parliament by Conservative Member of Parliament 

(MP) Candice Hoeppner representing the riding of Portage-Lisgar, Manitoba. The 

bill was co-sponsored by NDP MP Bruce Hyer from Thunder Bay-Superior 

North. 

  

 ñThe firearms community has to remain active and vigilant. I would expect anti-

firearms groups like the Coalition for Gun Control will be very active and vocal 

in the committee stage.ò Stated Jim Newman, Chief Executive Officer of the 

Canadian Firearms Institute. “The CFI on behalf of firearms owners across the 

country expects to make a presentation to the committee supporting the bill.ò 

 

The private member's bill will now go to a Commons committee for further study 

and possible amendment.

to committee for fine tuning and, in theory, a rubber stamping 

 

Not so fast, apparently.  

 

"It's going to the Public Safety committee," the sly Liberal MP cautioned. "Have 

you checked out the membership of that committee?" 

 

Um....I'll get right on it. 

 

Let's see. It's chaired by Garry Breitkreuz, a promising sign given the 

Saskatchewan Conservative MP has been the most tenacious anti-registry fighter 

throughout its costly history. 

 

Then come the vice-chairs. Two opposition party MPs, both supporting the 

registry. Uh-oh.  

 

Okay, down to the basic members who will propose amendments or oppose it 

outright. Yikes. Five anti-registry types. Four supporting it.  

 

Add it up and the 12-member committee is deadlocked at six votes on each side 

of the issue. But, but, but.... anti-registry chairman Breitkreuz won't vote unless 

there's a tie. And if all the regular members show up and vote their views, the 

pro-registry side has a 6-5 headlock over committee decision-making. Yikes 

again. 

 

What all this procedural mumbo-jumbo means is that the public safety committee 

can, and in this case likely will, rag the puck for the full 60 sitting days they are 

allowed to debate it. They can even request a 30-day extension, which the pro-

registry six-pack will undoubtedly do. They can amend at will, which means the 

bill might not deliver a definitive death blow when it resurfaces in the Commons 

next year.   

 

There's always the prospect the committee will recommend the bill be killed 

outright, although that would not likely get support in the Commons if yesterday's 

voting holds.   

 

All this is to say that, sorry duck hunters of Canada, reports (including my 

babble) of the gun registry's imminent demise may be a tad premature.

Cowboy Action Shooting is one of the fastest growing shooting sports in the 

world. 

 

 To date 86,000+ shooters have joined SASS. These shooters are spread across 

the globe  with clubs in Australia, New Zealand, Northern Ireland, France, 

Germany, Italy,  Norway, Sweden, Finland, South Africa, Switzerland, the Czech 

Republic, the Netherlands and, of course, Canada and the USA. I might have 

missed some but you get the idea. 

 

The original idea came to Bill and Dorothy Hahn as they returned home from an 

IPSC match in California some thirty years ago. They thought it might be fun to 

shoot IPSC stages with their cowboy guns - single action pistols, lever action 

rifles, guns all their friends had but, with no game to play them in, were very 

seldom used. 

 

The idea was discussed with Harper Creigh (Judge Roy Bean SASS #I) and 

SASS was born. The founding group called themselves the Wild Bunch after the 

movie of the same name. 

 

In the beginning the firearms were mostly Ruger Blackhawks, Marlin or 

Winchester rifles, double barreled shotguns and model 1897 Winchester pumps. 

The first shot fired in a SASS match was from a Ruger Blackhawk in .30 carbine. 

In the early days only one pistol was used in the match. But, as more shooters got 

involved, they wanted more shooting, so two handguns became the standard. 

 

There is now a huge support industry to serve Cowboy Action Shooters. Italy 

produces high quality reproduction firearms for CAS most notably the Uberti 

company. Ruger and Marlin in the US each produce a firearm line created 

specifically for CAS. There are now vendors selling clothing, boots, hats, gun 

rigs and other leather goods all for Cowboy Action Shooters. 

 

 Costuming and aliases are an important part of CAS. Each member has an alias 

and is encouraged to develop a persona and costume appropriate to an old west 

character or profession of the 19th century. Movie and even real historical 

characters are chosen, sometimes with a tongue-in-cheek twist. Wild Bill Hiccup 

for instance.
