Being a Good Neighbour 

Being a good neighbour is one of the ways the firearms community – clubs in particular - 

can help present a positive image to the general public. 

 

Here are some of the fundamental ways that you as a club can do your part to help ensure 

that our community and our sport are viewed in a positive light. 

 

¶ Treat the club and  its property as if it were your home.  Your grass is cut, your 

garbage or refuse is disposed of or stored in an inoffensive way and the overall 

impression left by those passing by is that the owners have pride in their establishment 

and their sport.  If you don’t take pride in what you own or what you do – you won’t 

be taken seriously. 

¶ Treat the club’s neighbours’ with respect - ensure that those in your immediate vicinity 

have a contact name and number in case of complaint or emergency. 

o Be friendly and work for compromise – if that is not possible, be professional at 

all times. 

o Notify them of any upcoming events – so that they are aware of what is going 

on.   

o Invite them to visit the club – hold an open house – show them what you do – let 

them try your sport.  Be APPROACHABLE. 

o Be PROACTIVE when dealing with any potential problems.   

¶ If you have a facility that allows for it – offer to rent out your club house (or donate the 

use thereof) to other non-profit or community spirited groups that need meeting places.  

BE PROACTIVE – approach them and offer your facilities.

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POL Renewal  a Bureaucratic Nightmare 

Recent Headlines in the Toronto media have brought to light an ongoing effort by police 

services across the country to deal with a bureaucratic nightmare. 

 

What caused this nightmare?    

¶ An inherent flaw in the concept of the POL license?  

¶ Failure of the Canadian Firearms Centre (CFC), to notify firearms owners their 5 

year license was about to expire?  

¶ Renewals lost in the bureaucracy?  

¶ Confusion created by mis-information in our community?  

¶ Neglect on the part of firearms owners? 

 

The result!  

¶ It is estimated that up to 200,000 Canadian firearms owners have not renewed their 

POL or PAL, - their licence to own firearms, - and are in violation of the Firearms 

Act. 

 

 As we attend gun shows across the country and have the opportunity to speak one on one 

with gun owners.  In recognition of this problem, I often ask, “What’s the expiry date on 

your gun license?”  You would be surprised at the answers I receive.  

 

Have a look at yours, if it is expired, it would be wise to transfer your firearms to a 

licensed friend or family member. There is no fee. The long gun amnesty put in place by 

the Conservatives’, which expires May 16, 2010, affords you the opportunity to do that 

without hassle or penalty. The amnesty was put in place in part to deal with this issue of 

expired licenses. 

 

If your license (PAL/POL) is about to expire soon, call the CFC at 1-800-731-4000 to 

begin the process

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Dealing With a Baffling Situation  

Huntsville Sharing Their Solution  

As the CFO in Ontario continues to implement it’s “No Blue Sky” rule – many clubs have 

found themselves scrambling for an affordable solution. 

  

The Huntsville Revolver and Pistol Club pooled their monetary, physical and member 

resources to create an efficient and cost effective solution to their problem. 

  

They were tasked by the CFO with installing four new baffles in their 25meter indoor 

range.  Both the club executive and the inspector from the CFO’s office worked 

professionally and in tandem to ensure that the project was a success without any major 

interruption of the club’s activities. 

 

The team leader – Bill Rawson – a self – employed contractor, designed the 8 millimeter 

steel baffles and hanging system – (which can be readjusted with the twist of a wrist).   

 

With the help of another member – John Stanley- who just happened to know an Architect 

– who was also willing to donate his time - they were able to find a way to re-enforce their 

existing roof trusses (rather than install newly engineered ones $$$) to bear the weight of 

heavy steel baffles. 

 

They have one more baffle to install and then the project will be completed.  The cost of 

this project was approximately $4,000 for materials only.   

 

They did not incur any labour cost as the club members volunteered their time and muscles 

to get the job done. 

 

This cost effective solution could never have been developed and implemented without 

teamwork and some “outside-the-box” brainstorming.

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Compliance Incentives  

Amnesty 

An amnesty has been enacted to protect non-compliant owners of non-restricted firearms 

from criminal liability while they are taking steps to comply with the licensing and 

registration requirements of the Firearms Act. This amnesty will be in effect until May 

16, 2010.  

The amnesty applies to individuals in the following circumstances: 

¶ Individuals who are in possession of a non-restricted firearm and hold a Possession 

Only Licence (POL) or a Possession and Acquisition Licence (PAL) for such a 

firearm, but do not hold a registration certificate for that firearm; or  

¶ Individuals who are in possession of a non-restricted firearm, who do not hold a 

registration certificate for the firearm in question and who:  

¶ Held a POL or a PAL that expired between January 1, 2004 and May 16, 

2009; or 

¶ Currently hold a POL or a PAL that will expire between May 17, 2009 and 

May 16, 2010.  

The amnesty permits the following: 

¶ Licensed individuals can obtain a registration certificate for their non-restricted 

firearm; 

¶ Individuals with expired licences as described above can obtain a registration 

certificate after renewing their licence. 

¶ All individuals can:  

¶ deactivate the firearm so that it is no longer a firearm;  

¶ sell or give the firearm to a public service agency (such as police service), 

to a business (including a museum) that holds a licence authorizing the 

acquisition, or to an individual who holds a PAL; 

¶ export the firearm in accordance with all legal requirements, including 

those of the importing country; or 

¶ turn in the firearm to a police officer or a firearms officer for destruction or 

other disposal. 

The amnesty does not apply to individuals who have never obtained a Canadian 

firearms licence (POL or PAL).

Creemore,  Ontario, Canada  
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Possession Only Licence (POL) 

A POL is valid for five years and allows firearm owners to possess registered firearms, 

including borrowed firearms, of any class their licence allows. The POL does not allow 

for the acquisition of more firearms.  

New POL Initiative 

A new policy initiative, which encourages holders of expired POLs to return to 

compliance with firearms licensing regulations, was launched in 2008 and will 

continue to be in effect until May 16, 2010. Firearm owners whose POL expired on or 

after January 1, 2004, may be eligible to apply for a new POL, if they meet all of the 

following criteria: 

¶ They previously held a POL which expired naturally (was not revoked or refused); 

¶ They are in possession of at least one restricted or non-restricted firearm that was 

or is registered; and  

¶ They meet all public safety requirements in order to possess firearms.  

Eligible individuals who have maintained a valid address with the Canadian Firearms 

Program (CFP) will be sent a new POL application under this initiative. There is no 

fee for the new POL.  

Eligible individuals who have not received an application or who are unsure if they 

have updated their addresses are encouraged to call the CFP’s toll-free number: 1-800-

731-4000. It is essential to notify the CFP of any address changes to ensure renewal 

notices and other important CFP information circulars are received. 

Previous POL holders with a PAL application still in process may apply for a new 

POL under this initiative. Individuals who have had a POL refused or revoked are not 

eligible to apply for the new POL. 

Grandfathering privileges for prohibited firearms are permanently lost when a POL 

expires. They cannot be reinstated after obtaining a new POL. In these situations, 

prohibited firearms must be lawfully disposed of.  

Guidance on how to lawfully dispose of a firearm can be obtained through one of the 

contact options listed below.

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Fee Waiver 

Individuals are no longer required to pay the fee for the renewal of their POL or their PAL. 

The fee waiver also applies to: 

¶ individuals who are modifying their licence to upgrade from a POL to a PAL  

¶ individuals who are adding new privileges to their licence 

¶ individuals whose licence expired and are obtaining a new licence 

¶ minors who renew their minors possession licence 

This fee waiver does not apply to: 

¶ individuals obtaining their first licence  

¶ individuals who held a minors licence and are applying for a PAL  

¶ individuals who are obtaining a new licence after their licence was refused or 

revoked  

¶ individuals obtaining a licence after the expiry of a firearms prohibition order  

This fee waiver will continue to be in effect until May 16, 2010.
